Dear Ms. Mulahasanovic,

I refer to your letter of 17 July 2002 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the reallocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Municipality of Ilidza to allocate two land plots, registered in the land books as cadastral units; number 1936/3 (parcelled of 1936),  covering the area of 1,985 m2, and number 1936/1 (parcelled of 1936), covering the area of 131 m2, - cadastral municipality Butmir to the Cantonal Construction Institute in order to develop the land in question for the purpose of its subsequent reallocation for the intended use i.e. implementation of the “Terme” Ilidza project.     

The enclosed land books records demonstrate that the above mentioned cadastral numbers refer to socially-owned construction land with the right of disposal on the Municipality of Ilidza with no other users registered.  

According to its Decision of 29 February 2000, published in the Cantonal Official Gazettes 3/00 the Municipal Council of Ilidza established that the above mentioned Project is in public interest

Based on Articles 6, 9,17 and 25 of the Law on Construction Land the Municipal Council of Ilidza approved the allocation in question for the purpose as described above, in its  Decision number 01-31-2227/00 of 11 July 2002. The land allocation in question was also approved by the Cantonal Public Attorney, Ms. Nermina Zaciragic, in her letter number M-23/02 MF/MS of 10 July 2002, where she states that the responsible authorities have complied with the relevant laws and regulations. 

According to the enclosed documents the land allocation in question for the purpose as described above is in accordance with the Urban Plan of the City Sarajevo for the period of 1986-2015 and the Regulation Plan “Terme Ilidza”. 

Based on Article 52 of the Law on Construction Land and in accordance with the enclosed documents and the Public Attorney’s Opinion of 10 July 2002 the land allocation compensation will be defined in the procedure of allocation of the land in question for the intended use.   

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Municipality of Ilidza to allocate the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

This waiver is granted under the following understandings and conditions:

1. The documentation you have provided is authentic and accurate.  Such will not be the case if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.

2.   The Municipality of Ilidza will in a timely manner submit to our office a waiver 

       request for the allocation of land in question to the final user “Terme” Ilidza for the  

       intended use. 

If any of the above stated understandings and conditions fail to be fulfilled, the waiver will cease to be valid with immediate effect, and the appropriate steps will be taken to treat this action as an illegal allocation of socially-owned land.
