Dear Mr. Erić,

I refer to your letter of 14 June, 2002 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 and its extensions of 30 March, 2001 and 31 July, 2002 that bans the allocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned land.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Municipality of Sokolac to sell the business premises of 36,25 m2, located on the cadastral plot number 886/1, cadastral municipality of Glasinac I, registered in the cadastral record number 728, located in Cara Lazara bb Street in Sokolac, to Bartula Zoran from Sokolac.  

The cadastral record that you enclose demonstrates that the registered management body is   the Board of the National Liberation of Sokolac, (currently Municipality of Sokolac).  

In support of your documentation, you enclosed the Decision of the Sokolac Municipality on sale of the business premises, copies of the advertisements published in the media of both Entities, Minutes from the auction and sale contract concluded between the Sokolac Municipality and the best bidder on the auction, Mr. Bartula Zoran. 

Taking into account the presented documentation and their compliance with the Law on Transfer of Property (Official Gazette of SR BiH 38/78,4/89,29/90,22/91 and Official Gazette of Republic Srpska number 29/94), the Republica Srpska Deputy Public Attorney with the seat in Pale, Mr. Danilo Čobić, certified compliance with the relevant law in his Opinion number Pr-21/02 of 14 June, 2002.  

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Sokolac   Municipality to sell the aforesaid business premises to Mr. Zoran Bartula. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
