Quick Reference

Point 1.A: Count the total number of claims on contested property. Claims can be claims made to housing authorities or requests of enforcement of CRPC certificate. You must COUNT all claims on property occupied by one or more temporary occupant. This includes any type of property occupied by a temporary occupant. DO NOT COUNT damaged, destroyed, or uncontested reconstructed property, uncontested business premises, land and garage unless occupied by a temporary occupant. DO NOT COUNT TWO TIMES claims made for the same property. If the same property was claimed more then one time by the same claimant or by more then one member of a group of related claimants, all these claims count as ONE claim. If there was a claim made with the housing authorities and also a request of enforcement of a CRPC certificate for the same property, this counts as ONE claim also. DO NOT COUNT claims submitted after the deadlines for claiming socially owned property expired. Request for enforcement of CRPC certificate are counted if submitted within the legal deadlines.

Point 1.B: Out of the total number of claims of Point 1.A., count the number of requests for enforcement of CRPC certificates where the claimant made a claim to the housing authorities.

Point 1.C: Out the total number of claims, count the number of requests for enforcement of a CRPC certificate where the claimant ONLY requested enforcement of CRPC certificate and did not also make a claim to the housing authorities.

Point 1.D: Count the total number of claims on uncontested properties. Count all claims on properties where there is no temporary occupant (these properties can be damaged, destroyed, or uncontested reconstructed property, uncontested business premises, land and garage). The claims you count here are claims that are excluded of the total of claims counted in Point 1.A.

Point 1.E: Out of the total number of claims on uncontested properties (Point 1.D) count the total number of requests for enforcement of CRPC certificate (number of requests for enforcement of CRPC certificates ONLY and number of requests for enforcement of CRPC certificates where the claimant  filed a PARALLEL claim with the housing authorities for the same property).
Point 2.1.A: Count the total number of decisions issued on contested property with regard to the right of the claimant (property where there is a temporary occupant). Count separately positive decisions (line 1) and negative decisions (line 2).  The total for the month is the sum of negative and positive decisions (line 1 + line 2).

Point 2.1.B: Count the total number of decisions issued on uncontested property with regard to the right of the claimant (property where there is NOT any temporary occupant). Count separately positive decisions (line 1) and negative decisions (line 2). The total for the month is the sum of negative and positive decisions (line 1 + line 2).

Point 2.1.C: Count the total number of conclusions (including both, contested and uncontested property) issued after a claimant requested enforcement of a CRPC certificate. Here you COUNT cases where there was only a request for enforcement of a CRPC decision and  you ALSO COUNT cases where the claimant requested enforcement of a CRPC certificate but also made a claim to the housing authorities. Note that CRPC decisions are final and binding with regard to the pre-war property right of the claimant, so all decisions issued based on CRPC decisions must be positive.

Point 2.2.A: Count the total number of decisions issued with regard to the right of the temporary occupant. Count every single decision issued for every single temporary occupant. If a decision is revised do not count it two times, it is still a decision on the same temporary occupant. 

Point 2.2.B: Out of the total number of decisions of Point 2.2.A, count the number of decisions giving the temporary occupant 90-day to vacate a property.

Point 2.2.C: Out of the total number of 90-day decisions of Point 2.2.B, count the number of decisions where the 90-day deadline passed and the claimant did not request enforcement of the decision.

Point 2.2.D: Out of the total number of 90-day decisions of Point 2.2.B, count the number of decisions where the 90-day deadline passed and the claimant requested enforcement but no eviction is yet scheduled.

Point 2.2.E: Out of the total number of decisions of Point 2.2.A, count the number of decisions giving the temporary occupant a 15-day deadline to vacate a property.

Point 2.2.F: Out of the total of 15-day decisions, count the number of 15-day decisions where the 15-day deadline passed but no eviction is yet scheduled.

Point 3.A: Count the number of cases where a property, occupied by a temporary occupant, has been claimed, vacated, sealed, and the owner has been notified that he or she can repossess the property. Here you count also the cases where the owner (or a proxy) did not come to pick up the keys even if he or she was notified that the property was available.

Point 3.B: Count the number of cases in which a temporary occupant was found to be a multiple occupant and was evicted ex-officio of an UNCLAIMED PROPERTY.

Point 3.C: Out of the total of cases closed counted for Point 3.A, count the number of cases where the owner or a proxy came to pick up the keys.

Point 3.D: Out of the total of cases closed counted for Point 3.A, count the number of cases for which the presence of the police was necessary to vacate a property.

Point 3.E: Count the number of postponed and rescheduled evictions.

Point 4.A: Write down the date of the earliest claim submitted to the municipal authorities which is still pending and has not been closed for the possible following reasons: no decision has been issued, the decision has not been enforced, the property was not vacated and sealed…). Indicate the type of property of this earliest claim by checking the box.
