The OSCE PEC, at a session held on July 8, adopted the amendments to the rules and regulations for the general
elections in September. They refer to the ban on the unauthorised release of information about candidates, i.e., the
unauthorised release of information about a person who is a candidate at the elections is forbidden. In the event
that this rule is violated, the Election Appeals Sub-commission is to be in charge. The second amendment refers to
the working hours of the poll stations.
