In
addition,  Supervisor  Johnson  has  served  as  Foreign  Policy
Advisor to the U.S. Senate and has been a Senior Program
Officer  for  Asia  and  the  Islamic  World  at  the  National
Endowment for Democracy.

Before taking up her appointment as Brcko District Supervisor,
Ms. Johnson held the position of Senior Advisor to the Iraqi
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Interim Director for Civil
Affairs in the Coalition Provisional Authority in Baghdad.
