PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF POSITION

 

The  Independent  Judicial  Commission  (IJC)  is  the  lead
implementation agency for judicial reform programmes in Bosnia
and  Herzegovina.  It  has  the  power  to  intervene  in  the
processes of the Entity and Cantonal Commissions and Councils,
which are responsible for selecting and disciplining judges
and prosecutors as well as the one-off Comprehensive Review
process of all serving judges and prosecutors currently under
way. It provides opinions and advice directly to Ministries of
Justice,  Judges,  Prosecutors,  court  administrators  and  the
international  community  regarding  the  process  of  judicial
reform and the promotion of the rule of law.

As part of a project to strengthen the work of these bodies,
the Investigators will work directly with them and support
them  in  carrying  out  their  responsibilities.  The  selected
candidates will work under the general supervision of the
Director of IJC, and under the direct supervision of Chief of
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Monitoring and Implementation Department.

 

SPECIFIC DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

and  Implementation  Department,  in  investigations  and
inquiries related to the complaints against judges and
prosecutors, formulating reports on findings to domestic
bodies and prepare matters relating to the appointment,
discipline and review of judges and prosecutors.

Report as scheduled with the Chief of the Monitoring and1.
Implementation Department on the status of the work and
operations of the Commissions and Councils related to
the investigations/inquiries, being carried out as part
of the review of judges and prosecutors.

Assist in the preparation of advice to the Director and2.
Deputy Director regarding decisions on the removal of
members of independent authorities from their positions
as provided for by the relevant legal provisions in the
Federation and Republika Srpska.

meetings of the Commissions and Councils and assisting
in the follow-up work, including putting together review
materials as required.

Maintaining  an  effective  and  updated  filing  system4.
