I refer to your letter of 6 August, 2001 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the allocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Kotor Varos Municipality to allocate    cadastral  land plot number 532/10  covering the area of 9830 m2, registered  in cadastral record number 373 of the Kotor Varos cadastral municipality to the “Dijamant”S.R.L.BONFERRARO DI SORGA, from Italy as investor for the purpose of shoe factory construction.

The enclosed  cadastral record, demonstrates that the above mentioned cadastral number refers to socially-owned undeveloped construction land. As the land plot 532/10 was created from the land plot 532/1 the user of which is the Agricultural co-operative “Zadrugar”, the Municipality has provided the Decision on transfer of the right of use over the land plot in question to the Kotor Varos Municipality in which the Agricultural cooperative agrees to transfer the right of use to the Municipality free of charge. 

The Decision of the Municipal Assembly of Kotor Varos number 01/II-022-69/01 dated 20 July, 2001 was approved by the Republic Srpska Deputy Public Attorney, Ms. Dragica Miletic in her Opinion M-93/01 dated 25 July, 2001 stating that  Municipal decision is in compliance with Law on construction land (Official Gazette SR BiH number 34/86,1/90,22/90 and  Official Gazette of RS number 29/94,23/98 i 5/99) and Decision on construction land (Official Gazette of Kotor Varoš number 7/89,5/90, 4/97) based on that particular Law. 
The named beneficiary is obliged to pay 114.731,10 KM for the land facilities (rent) . 

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Municipality to allocate the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
