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Dear Mr. Musa,

I refer to your letter of 22 July 2002 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the reallocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Municipality of Vares to take over three plots of land, registered in the land books as cadastral units: number 1531/13, covering the area of 1225 m2, number 1527/2, covering the area of 3,704 m2 and number 1529/1, covering the area of 3,704 m2 – cadastral municipality of Vares, from the registered user R.O. OOUR “Komunalno i Vodovod” in order to cease its right to manage the land and to reallocate the land for the purpose of individual housing construction. 

The enclosed land records demonstrate that the above-mentioned cadastral units refer to socially owned land and that the right of use rests with the R.O. OOUR “Komunalno i Vodovod” as the legal successor of JKP “Vares”.  Based on their Decision of 13 May 2002, the JKP “Vares” agrees with the proposed transfer and renounces its right to land compensation.  

Based on Article 200 of the Law on Administrative Procedure and Article 88 of the Law on Expropriation, the transfer of land in question was approved by the Vares Municipal Council’s Decision no: 01-117/02 of 25 June 2002.  It was also approved by the Municipal Public Attorney, Mr. Huso Hrustanovic, who states in his letter number no: 06/1-27/03 of 23 January 2003 that the proposed land allocation is in accordance with all relevant laws and regulations.

The Municipality of Vares is obliged in accordance with the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 and the land allocation criteria of 5 April 2001 to submit a waiver request for the individual housing constructions upon the selection of beneficiaries and issuance of individual land allocation decisions. 

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Municipality of Vares to allocate the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
