Since 8th April, the new Law on local self-management has been
in force. This should enable citizens to participate more in
making decisions.

They
emphasised the importance of compliance with the Dayton Peace
Agreement in B&H. Mr. Javier Solana said that a minor progress
has been made at the B&H municipal elections.
